Dynamic market turn-arounds at AAR (1/ 3)
• Before and after Riga route, newly operational during 2022 by Ryanair 

• Dramatic development of AAR influence across Jylland, significantly stimulating traffic in the Aarhus area

• AAR capacity rapidly commanding the Greater Aarhus market (Aarhus & Randers) and even reaching northernmost Germany

• Historic leakage to CPH and BLL almost completely stemmed.  AAR holds 94% share of immediate catchment
